Peninsula and Plains Orienteers appreciate the generosity of Te Kohaka o Tuhaitara Trust and Waimakariri 
District Council for permitting us to use their properties. 

 
Tuhaitara Coastal Reserve covers approximately 550ha of land along the coastline from the Waimakariri 
River mouth to Waikuku township. Stretching along the coast for 10.5 kilometres it comprises many natural 
features of local, regional and national importance to the people of New Zealand. As a coastal park it will 
provide a range of opportunities to preserve Ngai Tahu values, retain and enhance biodiversity, and provide 
recreational and educational opportunities for all people. 
 

GENERAL INFORMATION 
 
 Map Embargo : The areas covered by the Pines Beach and Woodend maps are out of bounds to all 
competitors, coaches and managers until the 13 and 14 July respectively. A note to anyone staying at the 
Woodend Beach Holiday Park, the Woodend Domain and map is immediately across the road from the 
camp. 
 
Competition rules : This competition will be run in accordance with NZOF rules. Please direct any queries 
during the events to the Event Controllers. 
 
Registration : Registration will be at the events from 9am on both days.  
Registration will be for each school – not for individuals 
 
Safety : Your safety is important to us.  We want you to enjoy your orienteering free from accident. 
We have identified the most likely hazards that you will come across but you are expected to exercise 
commonsense around any obvious hazard. 
Competitors are expected to render assistance on their course to anyone who is injured and requires 
physical assistance. 
Land owners are not responsible for ensuring that any natural hazard or risk associated with orienteering as 
a recreational activity does not cause harm to competitors or spectators. 
 
 



Known Hazards :  Include branches, pits, brambles, barbed wire, 4WD vehicles, motorbikes, discarded 
bottles/metal objects (broken and rusty). 
The map is in a public recreation area including use by 4WD vehicles, motorbikes, mountain bikes, horses 
and walkers/runners. The south west edge of the Pines Beach map borders onto the settlement of Pines 
Beach, while the western edge of the Woodend Beach map borders the settlement of Woodend Beach. 
Please be considerate to other park users and keep out of private property. 
 
First Aid : St John Ambulance will be in attendance both days. 
 
Weather : The weather at this time of the year can be variable. It could be wet and very cold. Be prepared! In 
the event of bad weather - full body cover will be essential - competitors who are inadequately clothed may 
not be allowed to start. 
 
Whistles : Whistles are RECOMMENDED. The distress signal is 6 short blasts, rest, then repeat.  Use only 
in the case of injury or emergency.   
 
Maps: Maps are pre-marked with control descriptions attached.  
Scale 1:10,000 for all courses. .  Contour interval is 2.5m. 
 
The “Pines Beach” and “Woodend Beach” maps are the southern and northern ends of an area mapped by 
Michael Wood of MapSport Services during 2006 and 2005 respectively.  The area is primarily in pine forest 
with intricate sand dune terrain, and a large flat semi-open area on the Pines Beach map.  (See “A word from 
the Mapper” below). 
 
Some areas of the map are very detailed. People who have any difficulty reading maps are recommended to 
have available reading glasses or a magnifying glass. 
 
The Pines Beach and Woodend Beach maps have each been used once before.  A copy of the maps, as 
used at the previous events, will be on display. 
 
Mapping notes : Michael Wood (Mapsport Services) did the mapping. He makes these comments: 
 
“As a mapper who is actively competing I don’t think you should have to find out about the mapping style on 
the way to the first control. Here are some remarks about differences you may find at Pines Beach and 
Woodend. They cover the terrain types, contours, and vegetation.  The terrain is coastal sand dunes, in which 
the land shapes are formed mainly by wind. It is mostly covered by pine forest. 
 
If you walked inland in the northern  part of Pines Beach  map, you would encounter: 

1. One marram grass-covered dune with a long narrow depression behind. 
2. More dunes with trees of variable density and lupins which can be quite thick. This barrier gets wider 

further south, but there are frequent gaps and tracks through the green. 
3. Then there’s mature pine forest with intricate dune shapes. Some tracks and large rough open 

clearings. 
4. 200-250m in from the beach is a large flat area which was once a lagoon. Up to 600m across, it’s 

partially covered in scattered to slow-run trees such as willows, with a network of tracks. 
 
If you walked inland in the southern  part of the Pines Beach  map, you would encounter: 

1. A wider open dune zone, with some large deep depressions. 
2. A wider tree/lupin barrier too. Still plenty of tracks through it. 
3. A wider mature pine forest behind, containing higher dunes than further north. Pockets of dense young 

trees, bracken and blackberry. 
4. About 450m in from the beach is the edge of the Pines Beach settlement. 

 
If you walked inland on the Woodend Beach  map, you would encounter: 
Starting from the beach and going inland you will encounter: 

1. A marram grass covered dune with a long narrow depression behind. 
2. More dunes with narrow depressions parallel to the beach, covered by trees of variable density, 

marram grass and lupins. This is quite low but fairly thin. There are a few tracks that go right out onto 
the beach. 

3. Then you drop down into lovely mature pine forest with intricate dune shapes up to 15m high.  This 
does not appear to be managed for timber production. There are some tracks and some large rough 
open clearings. 

4. Further inland you come to production pine forest; most of it is younger and of low run ability but 
there are quite a few forest roads and tracks through it. 



 
Knolls have to be at least 1m high to be mapped and small depressions at least 1m deep. Concentrate on 
the features that are definite – the tops (hills and knolls), the bottoms, and the steep slopes (places where 
two or more contours run together). 
 
A warning about lupins growing in open or scattered trees.  If you can push through them they are generally 
shown with wide green stripes. When you have to struggle they are shown with close green stripes – this 
difference may be hard to pick up on the map but makes a big difference to progress. When you can no longer 
see over them they become green forest. 
 
There are a number of informal tracks throughout the forest. The more distinct ones are mapped, but there 
are paths and tracks that are not mapped.  
 
I hope this helps your interpretation of the map.”

Map return: Maps will be collected and will be available after the last start. 
 
Out of bounds areas: Private residential sections are shown on the map in olive green and are out of 
bounds.  Areas may also be marked on your maps as temporarily or permanently out of bounds with cross 
hatching. Please respect these markings, and any out of bounds signs. 
 
Control codes: These are 2 or 3 digit numbers on top of stake, on both days. 
 
Electronic punching system 
We shall be using the SPORTident electronic punching system for both events.   
The e-cards that you carry with you on your course must be electronically cleared and checked before you 
start your course.  As you enter the start area, place your e-card into the “clear” control unit. It will be clearly 
marked. Hold it there until you have a red light and a beep, confirming that your card is working and has 
been cleared.  Next, place your e-card into the “check” control unit until it beeps, to confirm that it is has been 
properly cleared. 

 
 
At each control, place the end of the e-card into the hole in the top of the flat box mounted on the control 
stand.  Hold it there briefly until a red light and a beep indicate that the control unit has transferred its number 
and time on to your e-card. If in doubt, do it again – it does not matter if you record the same control twice. If 
a control unit should fail during the event and not give you a red light or a beep after a couple of tries, use 
the clipper on the control stand to punch one of the boxes printed on the edge of your map.  Draw this to the 
attention of the staff at the finish. 
 
If you go to the wrong control and put your e-card into a control unit that is not yours, don’t worry. Just find 
the correct control and go through the process again.  The wrong one will be discarded. However it is 
essential that all controls on your course are visited in the correct sequence.  For example if control 3 is 
missed and control 4 recorded with your e-card, you must go back and punch control 3 and then revisit and 
punch control 4 again before proceeding to control 5. 
 
 
 



 
When you reach the finish line, you must put your e-card into one of the control units situated directly on the 
finish line.  Again, wait for the beep and the red light, confirming your finish.  Then proceed down the chute to 
the download station, which will read the information off your e-card and print out a sheet showing your 
course time and the split times between all controls. 
 
Your e-card has a number that is related specifically to you as a competitor.  The cards must not be loaned 
to anyone else during the event.  If you lose a hired e-card there will be a charge of $60 to cover the cost of a 
replacement. 
 
If you do not complete your course, please go through the finish control and the download process, the same 
as everyone else.  Otherwise we will come looking for you. 
 
Hired e-cards must be returned immediately after completing the relay course, or on completion of the 
individual event if you are not entered for the relay. 
 
Results: Provisional times will be displayed on the results board as quickly as possible. Enquiries regarding 
times or DNFs should be directed to the Controller. Please do not approach the finish or results officials with 
queries about courses or results. 
 
Confirmed results will be posted on www.papo.org.nz initially and on other relevant websites later. 
 
Water: Water will be provided at the start and finish of both events. Please bring your own supply as well. On 
Day 1 water will be supplied at drink stations in the form of squirty drink bottles. For everyone’s health please 
squirt from the bottle without touching it to your mouth. 
 
Protests: Before a protest is made you are entitled to complain to the controller about an infringement of the 
rules or organiser's directions. If you are not satisfied, a protest may be made against the controller's 
decision. A complaint must be made within 60 minutes of the affected competitor finishing.  A protest must 
be made in writing within 60 minutes of the controller’s decision being advised to the complainant and 
handed to the controller with a fee of $10 which will be refunded if the protest is upheld. 
 
Protest jury: A protest jury will be formed if and when necessary on the day. 
Protests will be considered by a jury of experienced orienteers. 
 
Food: There will be food for sale on both days.   
Kaiapoi High School will be running the stall as a fund raiser - 
please support them 
Food available: Hamburgers, sausages, muffins, cold  drinks 
 
 
 
There may also be a mobile coffee stall at the even ts. 
 
 
 
Toilets: Toilets will be available at the registration areas. 
 
Showers: Competitors may shower after the relay event at the Woodend Beach Holiday Park. Tokens may 
be purchased from the camp office. 
 
Casual Courses: There will be no casual starts on either day.

From Christchurch via the motorway north . Take the third exit (signposted 
Rangiora/Kaiapoi) and turn right to cross the motorway. Continue straight ahead 
on Smith St, going through Kaiapoi, crossing Williams St, on to Beach Rd and 
about 4km from Kaiapoi turn left to Pines Beach township.  Park on the roadside 
as directed.  
From Christchurch via Marshlands Rd  and Main North Rd and from the 
southern end of Kaiapoi.  Travel north along Williams St (Main Nth Rd becomes 
Williams St at the town boundary), until the intersection with Smith St and Beach 
Rd. Turn right and proceed to the turn off to Pines Beach township (about 4km 
from Kaiapoi).Turn left and park as directed. 
From the north , turn left at the SH1/ Williams St intersection (Pineacres Corner). 
Continue south to the intersection with Smith St and Beach Rd, turn right and 
continue to the turn off to Pines Beach township (about 4km from Kaiapoi).Turn 
left and park as directed.

Bus parking will be on the northern side of the Oval. 

Registration : At the assembly area from 9.00am 
 

Start: The start is 500m from the registration area. Allow 10 mins walk  
 

Finish area: The finish is at the registration area. 
 
Map: This map has been used once before. A copy of the map will be on display at registration and at the 
start area. 
   
Control descriptions : International symbols will be used for the red course, and English descriptions on 
orange, yellow and white. Descriptions will be printed on the maps.  
Separate control description sheets will also be available at the start for those who wish to display control 
description in their arm band. For these sheets there will be the choice of international and English 
descriptions for both red and orange courses, and English only for yellow and white courses, 
 
Start procedure : Please turn up at the start in plenty of time.  
Please ensure that you have cleared and checked your e-card and are ready to enter  the starting grid no 
later than six minutes  before your start time. 
 
Late starters: A competitor who has missed his/her allocated start time should report to the start officials. 
The competitor will be started when it is convenient for the officials. Some courses have very few spare start 
times, so there could be long delays for starting. Late starters’ elapsed times will be calculated as if they had 
started at their allotted time as shown on the start list. 
 
 



Finish procedure 
1. Record your e-card in the control unit on the finish line  
2. Proceed to the download station. If you had a control station failure and clipped your map instead, tell 

the download person and your map will be taken for later review.   
3. Place your map in the box provided - all maps will be collected until the time of the final competitor’s start 
4. On Saturday place your body number in the box provided  
5. On your last day, please return any hired e-cards at the finish. (Any hired cards not returned on the day 

will cost the Hirer $60) 
 
Once a competitor has crossed the finish line they may not re-enter the competition terrain without the 
permission of the controller. 
 
Safety Bearing: Head east or west to get onto one of the main tracks, then south to the Pines Beach 
Township. 
 
Hazards : Hazards include blackberry, gorse, and tree branches. Full body cover is strongly advised on red 
and orange courses. 
. 
Course closure: Courses will close at 4.00pm. If you are still out at this time, please abandon your course 
and report to the finish area. Controls will be collected at course closure time. Any participants taking longer 
than 2 hours 30 minutes will be deemed not to have completed the course.

From Christchurch  head north on SH1. Just before Woodend, turn right into 
Woodend Beach Road, following the signs to Woodend Beach, about 4km. 
There will be an orienteering sign 200m south of the Woodend Beach turnoff. There 
will also be an orienteering sign at the turn off 
Please take care turning right into Woodend Beach R oad as you are crossing 
the south bound lane of SH1. 
 
From Kaiapoi head north on Williams St to the intersection with SH1. Turn right 
and continue as above. Take extreme care at this intersection. Turn into t he 
CENTRE LEFT LANE. Do not cross the double yellow li nes on your left.

Control descriptions : These will be printed on the map only. English descriptions will be used for all 
courses. 
 
Body numbers: Relays: Each competitor must wear the body number provided on the front  of their 
competition top so that officials can read it. Please hand in your body number as you finish. 
 
Safety Bearing:  Head east or west to get onto one of the main tracks, then north to the Woodend Beach 
township. 
 
Hazards:  Hazards include blackberry, gorse, and tree branches. Full body cover is strongly advised on 
orange courses. 



 
Course closure: Courses will close at 2.00pm. If you are still out at this time, please abandon your course 
and report to the finish area. Controls will be collected at course closure time.  
 
Course notes :  
1. All courses : ALL courses have split controls.  This means that your course may not be the same as 

other competitors in your grade.  There are many controls close together so CHECK YOUR CONTROL 
CODE. 

 
2. All courses:  There are a number of informal tracks throughout the forest. The more distinct ones are 

mapped, but there are some paths and tracks that are not mapped.  
 
3. All courses : Some of the tracks in the northern part of the forest are designated for horse riding and 

horse access to the beach, and other tracks are also used by local riders. The courses cross the 
designated horse tracks at various points. Please watch out for horses whenever running across or 
along a major track, and if you meet a horse, take special care and do not run close to them. 

 
4. White course only : There is a short taped route between two controls.  This will be identified on your 

description sheet. 
 
Start format: 
1. Briefing for all competitors 10:40am. 
2. First leg starts: Female teams: 11.00am   Male and mixed teams 11.15am   
3. There will be massed starts of all remaining 2nd leg runners at 12.15pm and 3rd leg runners at 12:45pm. 
4. First leg runners will be called to the start area adjacent to the change over area approximately 10 

minutes prior to the start. 
5. All runners clear and check your e-card as you enter the change over/start area. 
6. You will be lined up in numerical order according to your race number.  Your race map will be face down 

in front of you. Do not touch this map until the start signal. 
7. On starting follow the tape approximately 100m to the start triangle. 
8. 2nd and 3rd leg runners may enter the change over area when their runner is approaching the finish. 
9. Make sure you clear and check your e-card as you enter the change over area. 
  
Spectator Control: There is a spectator leg within a couple of minutes from the end of each course in view 
of the changeover area. You should be able to observe and cheer on your team member passing through 
these controls. 
 
Changeover/Finish procedure: 
Team numbers will not be called out. Look for your team members passing through the spectator control 2 to 
5 minutes from the finish. Your team member will be coming from the south and should be visible for 150m. 

Incoming Runner Outgoing runner 
From the last control follow the tape 180m to the finish.  
Pass under the finish banner.  
Record your e-card in the control unit on the finish line.  

Tag your team’s next runner in the change over zone to the 
left. 

Wait until you have been tagged by your 
previous runner 

 Outgoing runners follow the tape 
approximately 50m to the maps  

 Make sure you take the correct map, failure 
to do so may lead to disqualification. 

 Go a further 50m to the start triangle to 
begin your course 

Finished runners proceed to the download station. If you 
had a control station failure and clipped your map instead, 
tell the download person and your map will be taken for 
later review.   

 

Place your map in the box provided - all maps will be 
collected until the time of the final competitor’s start 

 

Place your body number in the box provided   
Return any hired e-cards at the finish. (Any hired cards not 
returned after a reasonable period will cost the Hirer $60). 

 

Leave the finish area and return to the spectator area.  
 



Once a competitor has crossed the finish line they may not re-enter the competition terrain. 
 
Teams:  Official teams are made up of students of the same sex from the same school who are eligible to 

compete in the class.  
To cater for students who are not able to be placed in a school team, composite teams will be made up.  
These teams will run unofficially (i.e. their team placings will not be recognised in the school team 
competition). 
 
Showers 
Competitors may shower after the relay event at the Woodend Beach Holiday Park. Tokens are available 
from the camp office.

INTERSCHOOL COMPETITION 
TOP SCHOOL COMPETITION  
This is the longest running competition and caters for the broadest spread of students. It is intended that the 
trophies go to the schools that display the greatest depth of orienteering talent at all levels. There are 
separate trophies for boys and girls.  
 
Only 3 competitors in each age grade will contribute to the school’s points. That is, a maximum of 9 
competitors (3 at each age) will be able to earn points for their school.  
 
In the individual competition the best three results at each age grade, either in the Championship or 
Standard event will be counted. At least one of these results must be from the Championship level (i.e. a 
school entering all its competitors in the Standard level will be able to count only two results).  
 
In the relay, only the highest positioned team from any school in each age grade will count. (Runners in 
composite teams do not count).  
 
Points for this competition are as follows: 
Individuals - Championship:  1st - 25 points, 2nd - 24, 3rd - 23, down to 25th - 1 point. 
Individuals - Standard:   1st - 15 points, 2nd - 14, 3rd - 13, down to 15th - 1 point. 
Relays (teams):   1st team - 60 points, 2nd - 54, 3rd - 48, down to 10th - 6 points.  



 
SILVA PREMIER SCHOOL COMPETITION  
This competition is supported by the event sponsor, with boys' and girls' trophies. It is aimed at encouraging 
schools to support their top performing competitors at national level. The winners are the schools that have 
the best performance by their top competitors at Championship level only. The results of one competitor from 
each school in each Championship age grade count, with points from 10 for 1st to 1 for 10th. 
 
SMALL TEAMS COMPETITION  
This competition is to cater for schools that have insufficient numbers or an inadequate spread of students to 
compete seriously in the Top School Competition. It is restricted to schools that have entered 5 or fewer 
competitors. There are separate boys' and girls' competitions. Certificates are awarded to the winning school 
and the placegetters.
